III. Class Preparation

                     All preparations must be completed by the date assigned. A substantial late penalty will be assessed for late work.  Work will only be accepted one day after the due date and a 10% deduction will be assessed. If you are in school, but not in class, it is your responsibility to make sure that I get your work. Group work must be presented on the due date.  If you are not present for a group presentation, your work must be or you will receive no credit for the project. If there are extenuating circumstances, an alternative assignment will be given. No profanity, obscenity or vulgarity of any kind will be permitted in written or oral work. Students engaging in such violations will receive a substantial penalty on the assignment plus a discipline referral.
                      1. Textbooks are required in class every day.  Failure to bring your textbook will                               result in a loss of participation credit for the day.
                      2. Practice exercises are designed to help the student master a particular skill.                                    These exercises will become part of his/her notebook.

                      3. Reading assignments are preparatory assignments for class discussion.  Their                                purpose is to focus on improvement of reading skills and inferential skills.

                      4.  Written work will focus on developmental skills in structure and types of                                       writing.  Application of grammar, inferential skills, and writing skills will be                                 expected. The steps of the writing process will be a focus of the class. All 
                           Essay assignments must be turned in to Turnitin.com or 20% will be 

               deducted from the assignment’s grade. If you turn your essay into turnitin 
               late, a 5 % deduction will be assessed the first day it is late and a 10%   

               deduction the second day

         5.  Notebooks will be kept as your reference for study purposes. Distinct sections                  will be labeled: literature, vocabulary, and homework. All class notes, handouts,              and  assignments are to be kept in their respective section.  Study materials are to

        4.  Tests

          All tests will be announced.  There will be no surprise tests and review will be a natural                part of class study.

To arrive at your grade, all points that         have been scored will be totaled.  Total points earned will then be divided by the number of         possible points.
